The proposals were judged by the ADEK research team along with 
rigorous international peer review process from leading research 
institutions around the world based on a range of criteria, including the 
quality and feasibility of the proposals, their alignment with strategic 
sectors in Abu Dhabi, their relevance to serving UAE society, and the 
quality of the applicants.
